 Each One Teach One – an adult literacy
program that uses trained volunteers to teach (one 
on one) students to read and write. More than 100 
volunteers and students matched at Broward Count
y Library.

Self-paced question-and-answer practic
es and drills are available for individuals who are prepari
ng to take the U.S. citizenship exam. These classes have
assisted more than 100 students in becoming citizens in
the last year.

“Higher rates of coronavirus deaths 
among American Indians and Alaskan 
Natives have been caused by underlying 
health conditions such as diabetes, 
respiratory disease, cardiovascular 
disease, and high blood pressure; lack of 
access to medical care; and many 
communities’ high poverty level.”

○ Immigrant communities have been hit especially hard by the 

COVID-19 itself, and other healthcare challenges are growing.
